What state pension benefits can | expect to receive

in 30 years’ time?

In light of predicted population trends, it seems realistic

to assume that in 30 years state pensions could be smaller
than they are now, and that people will be forced to con-
tribute more. This means that private pension arrangements
will become increasingly important. = page 7

What is the best age to start private retirement savings?
The sooner, the better. This way, you can accumulate
substantial assets over a long period of time, and the longer
you save, the greater the multiplicative effect of compound
interest on your savings.

What percentage of salary should I invest in my
pillar 3 pension plan?

It is impossible to generalize. This will depend on personal
factors such as age, marital status, income, retirement capital
from your occupational pension plan, financial obligations,
assets, other sources of income, or the amount of money
that will be needed to maintain your standard of living in
retirement. Your UBS advisor will be pleased to advise you.

Is it possible to pay contributions retroactively

to a pillar 3a pension plan, as with a state pension?
No. It is a requirement that contributions are paid into
the retirement savings account by the last bank business
day of the year.

When my pillar 3a retirement savings are paid out,
will they automatically be taxable as income?

Any capital from restricted pension plans will be taxed
separately from other income at a reduced rate. About 5
to 10% of the lump sum paid out will normally be taxable.

Can | also use my occupational pension plan

savings or pillar 3a capital to finance a home outside
Switzerland?

As a rule, no, unless you are relocating abroad permanently,
or are a cross-border commuter working in Switzerland.

Are the insurance benefits under pillars 1 and 2
sufficient, or do | need additional insurance?

Most people are not adequately covered against permanent
incapacity to work due to an illness-related disability.
Younger employed people in particular underestimate the
risk of becoming disabled due to illness rather than accident.
It is advisable to include a risk policy in your private
pension planning, e.g. UBS Fiscalife or UBS Life Secure.




Should I choose a life insurance policy or invest in an
investment fund for pillar 3b?

It is impossible to give a general answer to this question.
The issues to be considered include your personal attitude
to risk, your personal income, and whether you require
financial coverage for surviving dependants or in the event
of unemployment. Your UBS advisor will be happy to
discuss with you which pillar 3b solution would be best

in your situation.

Who can | designate as beneficiaries under my life
insurance policy?

Unlike occupational pension plans and pillar 3a products,
which stipulate specific beneficiaries, or for which beneficiaries
may only be chosen from a very narrow list, you may
designate any individual or legal entity as your beneficiary.
However, when selecting beneficiaries, it is important to
remember that you are not allowed to encroach on the legal
right of your heirs to a compulsory portion of your estate.

Would you recommend life annuities as a suitable
add-on to pillars 1 and 2?

Although annuity insurance policies are similar to state
pension and occupational pension plan annuities in that
they guarantee an income for life, they are more flexible and
can be tailored to your needs. In terms of estate planning,
annuity insurance policies are particularly suited to cohabiting
partners (who may be named as beneficiaries). = page 14

What do | need to consider if | want to retire early?

If you have an occupational pension, your retirement savings
will be smaller, because you will have less time to pay

into your pension fund, and any gains from interest and com-
pound interest will be correspondingly smaller. Another
thing to bear in mind is that if you draw your state pension
early, you will receive a reduced pension throughout your
retirement. Retiring early means that you will be retired for
longer so your pension will be smaller than it would other-
wise be.

What do | need to bear in mind when planning lump
sum payments under pillars 2 and 3?

All payouts in any given calendar year will be added together
and taxed progressively. To ensure maximum tax efficiency,

it is therefore advisable to stagger the payouts. This is espe-
cially important for married couples where both spouses are
earning and retiring in the same year.

Are you considering spending time working abroad or
leaving your job to go back to school for further educa-
tion? Are you temporarily out of work, or are you plan-
ning to take time out from your career to raise a family?
And do you want to make sure that your pension assets
nonetheless stay secure? Then the UBS vested benefits
account is the perfect solution for you.

The UBS vested benefits account ensures that your
occupational pension provision is preserved within the
scope of relevant Swiss legislation (pillar 2). So you
can look ahead to the future with confidence.

How the UBS vested benefits account works

The UBS vested benefits account is intended for all
employed persons whose current working relationship
ceases and whose termination benefits subsequently
can either not be transferred to a new pension fund or
not be transferred in full.

In addition to the financial security offered by the UBS
vested benefits account, you enjoy a number of other
advantages. Year on year you enjoy preferential interest
rates and tax advantages. You can also use your pension
assets to finance residential property for your own use.
And you receive a clear, easy-to-understand asset state-
ment each year.

Tax advantages with the UBS vested benefits
account

— Interest income and capital gains remain tax-free
until the capital is paid out.

— Your pension assets are not subject to wealth tax
until they are paid out.

— Your pension assets are taxed separately from your
other income at a reduced rate on payout.

Paying in

The termination benefits you have accumulated are

paid by the pension fund of your most recent employer
into the UBS vested benefits account. Normally as the
account holder you will not be permitted to make addi-
tional payments to your UBS vested benefits account.
Exceptions apply, however, if you are repaying an early
withdrawal made for home financing purposes or invest-

ing assets following the division of termination benefits
in a divorce. Account holders are also legally prohibited
from making payments to their vested benefit account
which represent pension benefits received upon early
or ordinary retirement, or transfers of pension assets
from the pillar 3.

Withdrawal options

As a rule, the pension assets are not freely available.
Consequently, you may not withdraw your assets any
earlier than five years before reaching the legal retire-
ment age or any later than five years after legal retire-
ment age (men 65, women 64; status as at 2009).

The regulations of the UBS Vested Benefits Foundation
allow for early withdrawal of pension assets under the
following circumstances:

— to finance the purchase of residential property for
your own use,

— if you are leaving Switzerland permanently (emigra-
tion) — though under regulations that came into force
on June 1, 2007, restrictions apply if you are going
to a member country of the European Community,
Iceland, Liechtenstein or Norway,

— if you become self-employed and are no longer
obliged to participate in a pension fund,

— if you draw a full disability pension under the Swiss
Disability Insurance scheme,

— if your current balance of vested assets is less than
your current annual contribution to your occupational
pension fund,

— in case of death (assets are paid to beneficiaries).
The entitlements of beneficiaries in case of death
are regulated under law and can only be altered
to a limited extent.

Investments in funds

In line with your investment strategy, you can invest
your pension assets or a portion thereof in any of the
four different strategies available with UBS Vitainvest
investment funds. These funds vary mainly in terms of
the proportion of equities they include.

The fund investment option also offers you a number

of other advantages:

— You can choose from four different strategies with
different risk profiles.



— In contrast to traditional pillar 2 solutions, UBS Vita-
invest investment funds do not have to be sold when
the age limit is reached and can be transferred to your
personal UBS securities account.

— UBS Vitainvest invests in accordance with the legal
provisions governing investments for pension funds,
thus making the fund investments optimally diversified
investment instruments.

— You can buy or sell UBS Vitainvest units at any time
free of issuing or redemption fees.

— Account management, administration and custody
services are free of charge in the case of fund units.

— You always have access to up-to-date information
because prices are published in the daily press and on
the Internet at www.ubs.com/fundgate — Switzerland
as well as at www.ubs.com/quotes — Investment
funds — UBS Retirement planning.

Encouraging home ownership

You can use the pension assets on your UBS vested
benefits account to finance residential property for your
own use. These assets may be used for the purpose

of purchasing or building your own home, renovating
your home, buying into a housing cooperative, repaying

your home loan or securing a mortgage by pledging
the pension assets. The assets cannot be used to finance
holiday homes or apartments, or second homes.

You decide whether you prefer to make an early with-
drawal of pension assets for your home financing or
simply pledge the assets. Early withdrawals are possible
at intervals of five years and are not subject to a stipu-
lated minimum.

— UBS Vitainvest investment funds let you enhance
your pension assets by investing in any of four differ-
ent funds and benefit from higher earnings in the
long term.

Withdrawal options

The capital on a UBS Fisca account is blocked by law

until five years prior to reaching AHV retirement age.

However, early withdrawals can be made in the follow-

ing cases:

— to finance the purchase of your own home,

— to amortize mortgage loans on your own home,

— to start your own business,

— if you leave Switzerland permanently,

— to buy into a pillar 2 retirement benefit plan,

— if the person in question draws a full disability pension
under the Swiss Disability Insurance scheme, and the
risk of disability is not insured.

Partial withdrawals are possible up to five years prior

to reaching AHV retirement age for buying into a pillar 2
retirement benefit plan and financing the purchase of
your own home (every 5 years).

Using your retirement savings to finance buying
your own home

The possibility of making early withdrawals of UBS Fisca
funds to acquire your own home or to amortize mort-
gage loans, for example, means the UBS Fisca account is
also extremely appealing to younger investors.

Other attractive possibilities for financing the purchase of
your own home are pledging your retirement savings or
using the annual contribution to indirectly amortize your
mortgage.

UBS (CH) Vitainvest 12, securities no. 2 247 644
UBS (CH) Vitainvest 12 takes a somewhat conservative
approach to equities and foreign currencies. The equity
weighting may not exceed 17% and may not be less
than 7%. The investment objective is to optimize
earnings from interest and price gains with price growth
that is as stable as possible.

UBS (CH) Vitainvest 25, securities no. 2 247 646

UBS (CH) Vitainvest 25 has a higher proportion of invest-
ments in equities and foreign currencies. The equity
weighting may not exceed 30% and may not be less
than 20%. UBS (CH) Vitainvest 25 focuses more on
capital growth than UBS (CH) Vitainvest 12 by exploiting
price gains. This carries with it the risk of higher price
fluctuations.



UBS (CH) Vitainvest 40, securities no. 2 247 648

UBS (CH) Vitainvest 40 aims more to exploit the full upside
price potential of the markets. The equity weighting may
not exceed 45% and may not be less than 35%. Since
price fluctuations are higher than for UBS (CH) Vitainvest
25, we recommend UBS (CH) Vitainvest 40 for investors
with long-term investment horizons.

UBS (CH) Vitainvest 50, securities no. 2 247 650

UBS (CH) Vitainvest 50 makes full use of the legally per-
mitted investment possibilities. The equity weighting may
not exceed 50% and may not be less than 40%. UBS
(CH) Vitainvest 50 is therefore suited to very long-term-
oriented investors who can accept sharp price fluctuations.

As part of the multi-manager concept, your UBS Vita-
invest investment funds are managed by UBS Global
Asset Management and other global leaders in asset
management, resulting in an optimum spread across
several managers.

How retirement savings combined with death
and disability insurance cover works

When concluding the contract, you define a savings
target that you want to achieve upon reaching AHV
retirement age. The amount of the sum insured equals
your savings target. There are ten savings targets to
choose from, ranging from 25,000 to 250,000 francs in
increments of 25,000 francs. Your annual contribution is
calculated on the basis of this target. Part of the annual
contribution is used as an insurance premium, while
