Growth Drivers — Supply

Agricultural supply depends to a large extent on the
US production. As a result, US weather conditions and
farmers’ subsides will be crucial in determining supply
in the agricultural sector.

Further factors impacting global output of agricultural
commodities are falling arable availability, rising costs
(including fuel and fertilizers) and changing climate
patterns.

Rising feed costs, resulting from the pressure on
grains due to increased food and biofuel demand, are
going to increase the livestock prices.
